The first report identified 2,363 stations and 5,000 miles (8,000 km) of railway line for closure, 55% of stations and 30% of route miles, with an objective of stemming the large losses being incurred during a period of increasing competition from road transport; the second identified a small number of major routes for significant investment. The 1963 report also recommended some less well publicised changes, including a switch to containerisation for rail freight

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Influence of geometry on speed

Research carried out in the preparation of
MfS considered the influence of geometry on
vehicle speed and casualties in 20 residential
and mixed-use areas in the UK. Two highway
geometric factors stand out as influencing
driving speed, all other things being equal.
They are:

forward visibility; and

carriageway width.

Improved visibility and/or increased
carriageway width were found to correlate with
increased vehicle speeds. Increased width for

a given visibility, or vice versa, were found to
increase speed. These data are summarised in
Fig. 7.16.

The relationship between visibility, highway
width and driver speed identified on links

was also found to apply at junctions. A full
description of the research findings is available
in TRL Report 661.'
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Figure 7.16 Correlation between visibility and carriageway width and vehicle speeds (a) average speeds
and (b) 85th percentile speeds. These graphs can be used to give an indication of the speed at which
traffic will travel for a given carriageway width/forward visibility combination.
